« Tax Levy (Bath CSD)

= Total Market Value of the School District (NYS)

= Tax Rate (Tax Levy/Total Market Value per 1,000)
« Property Assessment (Local Assessor)

Property Tax Bill = Tax Rate x Property Assessment per 1,000

 If the proposed 24-25 school budget is
rejected, the Bath CSD would operate on a
Contingency Budget

o We could only fund "ordinary"
contingent expenses such as:

= Salaries & Benefits
» Legal Obligations
» Expenditures Authorized by NYS

- Capital expenditures,
nonessential maintenance and
Public Use of the school
buildings and grounds are NOT
considered ordinary expenses
under a contingency budget

» Tax Levy would remain flat
