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Students

• Must attend mandatory parents/students meetings.

• Must abide by all rules stated below.

• Must abide by all rules imposed by Travelogs International.

• Must sign this form.

• Students will attend a full day of school both prior to and immediately after the trip.

• Must make full restitution for any/all damages caused directly/indirectly by you while participating in the senior class trip.
• All money must be paid by the following 4 dates assigned.  

1) Mandatory deposit of $100.00 due on October 31st, 2011. Class points may only be used for this deposit if you pay for your trip in full at this time.
2) At least $150.00 by December 7, 2011
3) At least $250.00 by January 20, 2012
4) Full payment by February 20, 2012
5) Cancellation Penalties:

Any Cancellation After Oct. 31: $50/Class of 2012 imposes this penalty (we have already spent money on flight deposits from our treasury)

Between Oct. 31 and Dec. 6: Travelogs imposes no penalty

Between Dec. 7 and Jan. 19: $150/Travelogs imposes this penalty
Between Jan. 20 and Feb. 19: $250/Travelogs imposes this penalty

Between Feb. 20 and March 4: $500/Travelogs imposes this penalty 
After March 4: no refund

Parents

• Must attend mandatory parent/student meetings.

• Must read and sign rules and expectations sheet.

• Must fulfill all payment restitution for any/all damages caused directly/indirectly by your student while participating on the senior class trip should your student not make them himself/herself.

• Must fulfill all payment obligations should your student not make them himself/herself.
Student Responsibilities Prior to the Trip

Behavior

• Any student who receives an out of school suspension or in school suspension between January 26, 2012-April 19, 2011 will be ineligible from attending the senior trip.

Academics

• Any student failing two or more classes at the end of the 4th marking period (March 9, 2012) will be ineligible from attending the trip.

Attendance

• Any student who reaches stage 2 of the attendance policy (10 or more absences for a class that meets daily, 5 or more absences for an every other day class), will be ineligible from attending the trip.

Senior Trip Rules

1) Students are to follow any and all school rules/regulations regarding personal behavior as outlined in the student handbook.

2) Students are required to attend all group functions, unless ill and then they are to remain with a chaperone.

3) Students are required to be on time so we can maintain our agenda.

4) Students are not to be out of their assigned hotel rooms after room check (this time will be determined by that chaperones on a daily basis).

5) Students are not to leave our area of the hotel floor without permission.

6) Students may only use public pay phones or cell phones to make calls – not room phones.

7) Pay-per-view movies may not be ordered/purchases/rented/viewed etc…. on the hotel televisions.

8) No expenses are to be billed to the hotel room for any reason.

9) Students should understand that they are traveling in a large tourist area and representing our school and community and should behave maturely.  This includes time spent at the hotel – please respect the rights of others.

10) Every student MUST be with at least one other student at all times.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

11) Once room assignments are finalized, students are not able to switch rooms – before or during the trip.  The chaperones will handle any conflicts.

12) Students must follow the hotel regulations as well as the ones of the buildings/grounds/facilities of which we tour.

13) Students are to dress and groom themselves appropriately.  

14) Bring expensive jewelry, cameras, excessive amounts of money, etc… at YOUR OWN RISK… YOU are RESPONSIBLE for your own stuff and if it gets lost/stolen no one else is responsible for replacing/refunding it to you.

15) NO ALCOHOL, NO TOBACCO, NO USE OF ILLEGAL DRUGS OR SEXUAL ENCOUNTERS.

16) All luggage will be checked by the chaperones prior to loading busses.  Male chaperones will check males’ luggage. Female chaperones will check female’s luggage.  
17) With severe infractions, parents will be contacted and students will be required to stay with a chaperone for the rest of the trip.  Upon arrival home, consequences will be handed down from the administration.

As a student participating in the senior trip, I agree to all of the stipulations stated above and agree to follow all rules and directions given while on the trip knowing that if I violate any of the said rules or guidelines I will be spending the rest of the trip with a chaperone and my right to participate in graduation ceremonies may be taken away from me.  I also agree to follow the senior behavioral requirements prior to the trip and I understand that if I choose not to follow these requirements, I will not be able to attend the trip, all payment monies will be forfeited.
