Class Participation:  

Class participation grade will be obtained by evaluating items #1-5 under "Class Participation".  All students start out with a 100pts. for this category, 10pts. will be deducted each time a student fails to meet a requirement. *Exception:  1pt will be deducted for each absence unless you make arrangements with the instructor to make up the missed class time after school/during studyhall.

Be Prompt:  (10pts deducted each occurrence)  


-At the start of class:  get your bin/supplies out, be ready to go when I start the lesson/work period.



-Attendance:  will be taken from your seat.




-Lateness:  if you don't have a pass then you're late.

Be Prepared:  (10pts deducted each occurrence)  


-Required:  pencil/pen, textbook, workbook, notebook, equipment loans, other matls. specific to class. 


-Don't ask to go back to your locker to get supplies, bring them with you!


-Assignments:  completed by due date

Always Participate:   (10pts deducted each occurrence) 


-Attend class* (1pt deduction)


-Work when you are in class -on course specific materials.
-Be where you're supposed to be -your computer station, use a pass & ALWAYS sign-out when going somewhere.

Always Respect others and their property  (10pts deducted each occurrence)


-Remember this is our lab & we are a team!

Follow Procedures:  (10pts deducted each occurrence)  


-Safety and Classroom Rules: know & follow them.


-Cleanup:  during the last 2-5 min. of class (depending on course needs) -I don't like giving late passes! 

-Dismissal:  do not exit until instructor dismisses you.


-Follow Handbook Rules:  NO headphones, mp3 players, cellphones, beverages, food, etc... in classroom.
-Computer Rules**:

a) Computer SAU policy:  you/guardians signed this at the start of the school year, if you don't know what's in it you better revisit the entire document. 


b) Internet:  Only go online with instructor permission & only to sites that are appropriate to the 

learning taking place.

For starters:  No chat-rooms, No non-school internet mail, No mySpace, Facebook (or similar), No video/audio streaming unless for assigned specific class purposes, No instant messaging, No shopping, etc...  If you think you shouldn't be going to a site, you're probably right!

c) Mac Lab:  Only log-in under your own class' name and password, do not delete nor move projects that belong to anyone else. Our files are large, save locally with occasional backups to your "H" drive.  


d) Cad Lab:   Only log-in under your own user name and password.  If you have difficulty doing this, see the instructor immediately. Save all work only to your own network space ("H" drive) unless told otherwise by the instructor.


**Failure to comply with these rules may result in complete loss of computer use and 

your inability to meet course objectives --resulting in possible course failure.
