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New visitor check-in system set for October
Frequently Asked Questions
What is the Raptor visitor check-in system?
	 The Raptor system is a visitor management 
system that enhances school security by allow-
ing Bath CSD to monitor visitors who are in our 
buildings. The system compares state-issued ID 
information to a database that contains regis-
tered sex offenders from 50 states. In the event of 
a match with the database, Raptor appropriately 
alerts designated school officials.  

How does Raptor work?
	 Upon entering our schools, visitors will be 
asked to present a valid state-issued ID such as 
a driver’s license. Scannable identification will 
be detected by the Raptor scanner. The system 
allows non-scannable identification to be 
entered manually by the lobby greeter as need-
ed. Once entry is approved, Raptor will issue a 
badge that identifies the visitor, the date and 
the purpose of their visit. Additional visitor data 
from the driver’s license or state-issued ID is not 
gathered, nor is the system connected to any 
other database such as the Department of Motor 
Vehicles. 
	 For subsequent visits, the school district staff 
member will simply find the visitor’s name in the 
system (first or last name look-up) and use the 
record of the previously scanned ID to sign in 
the visitor and print an ID badge. The check-in 
process will be much faster after the initial visit.   
	 Visitors are encouraged to arrive early for any 
appointments at school to allow time for the 
check-in process. 

Why is Bath CSD using this system?
	 The Raptor visitor management system will 
enhance the entrance protocols already in place 
in our schools. This new system will provide a 
consistent method to monitor visitors and vol-
unteers while alerting school personnel to the 
presence of individuals who appear in the sex 
offender database. The Raptor system is used by 
several other local districts, as well as in districts 
across the state and country.

S	afety and security of 
our students, staff and 

campuses is always top 
priority. We are constantly 
researching, reviewing 
and learning best practic-
es in order to achieve the 
safest learning environ-
ment possible. Safety can 
certainly be inconvenient, yet it remains the most 
important element of our work.
	 Effective October 2, 2023, the Bath Central 
School District will begin using the Raptor Visitor 
Management System to enhance the entrance 
protocols already in place in our schools. The new 
visitor check-in system will provide a consistent 
method to monitor visitors and volunteers in our 
buildings, while alerting school personnel to the 
presence of individuals who appear in the sex 
offender database. 

What to expect when entering the schools?
	 Beginning in October, you will be asked to 
present a government-issued ID such as a driver’s 
license, passport card (not the full passport), state 
identification card, permanent resident card or 
active military card when entering our schools. 
Your ID will be scanned or manually entered into 
the system. In addition to keeping track of who is 
in our buildings, the system will check your name 
and date of birth for comparison with a national 
database of registered sex offenders.
	 Once cleared, you will receive a printed badge 
with your name, photo, date and reason for your 
visit. The badge must be worn at all times when 
in the school.
	 When leaving the building, you will turn in your 
badge to the staff member at the office where 
you entered.
	 After the first registration, you will not need to 
have your ID scanned for subsequent visits to the 
school. The staff member will find your name in 
the system and use the record of your previously-
scanned ID to sign you in and print a current 
badge. 
	 If you do not have a US government-issued ID, 
the school staff member can use a different form 
of identification along with your date of birth.

Does Bath CSD have the right to require visitors, 
even parents, to produce identification before 
entering the school?
	 Yes. School officials need to know who is in the 
building and why they are visiting. Particularly 
when a student is involved (e.g., early pickup), 
school officials need to be able to confirm that an 
individual has the authority to have access to the 
student. 

What types of IDs will work in Raptor?
	 The Raptor scanner works with official identifi-
cation documents that have a 2D barcode, such 
as a driver’s license. If the ID does not permit 
scanning, the lobby greeter will need to see 
identifying documents that include first and last 
name and date of birth so that he or she may 
manually enter the information into the Raptor 
system.
  
What other information is the school taking 
from driver’s licenses?
	 The Raptor system will only scan the visitor’s 
name, date of birth and photo for comparison 
with a national database of registered sex offend-
ers. Additional visitor data will not be gathered, 
and no data will be shared with any outside com-
pany or organization. 

Is a visitor still permitted to enter the school if 
they do not have a government-issued ID?
	 If a person does not have identification, he or 
she may still be given access to the building if 
they have a purpose to be there. He or she will 

need to provide their full name and date of birth 
and may be escorted by a school staff member 
while in the school building. 

What is the checkout process for visitors leaving 
the building?
	 At checkout, the visitor will return the Raptor 
badge to the district staff member to be de-
stroyed. The district staff member will locate the 
name of the person who is leaving and click a 
“sign out” button. This provides a record of entry 
and departure at any of our schools.  

How will large numbers of visitors attending 
school-wide events such as concerts be pro-
cessed efficiently?
	 Building principals will identify sign-in pro-
cedures for events in which a large turnout is 
expected. These procedures will be shared with 
families in advance.  

Will volunteers check in using Raptor?
	 Yes, volunteers also will be checked in using 
the Raptor system. 
 
When will the new Raptor system go into effect 
in Bath CSD schools?
	 We expect the Raptor visitor management sys-
tem will be used in all schools starting in October.

T	 he summer of 2023 flew by! But even with 

air quality advisories, heat indexes in the 100s 
and other severe weather, 32 students were 
able to participate in Finger Lakes Geology, an 
adventure-based learning class in which students 
hike and rock climb to not only learn about the 
awesome science our area has to offer but also 
facilitate social-emotional learning and personal 
growth.

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Notes from the Nurses
T	 he district’s School Health Services program 

supports your student’s academic success by 
promoting health in the school setting. One way 
school nurses provide care for your student is by 
performing the health screenings mandated by 
the State of New York. 
	 New York State law requires a health examina-
tion for all students entering the school district 
for the first time and when entering Pre-K or 
kindergarten and grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11. 
Students wishing to play interscholastic sports 
or requesting work permits must have an annual 
health exam. A dental exam form also is request-
ed, but not required at these same times. 
	 Your own health care provider is always the 
best choice for these exams. 
•	 A copy of the health examination must be 
	 provided to the school within 30 days from 
	 when your child first starts at the school and 
	 when your child starts Pre-K or kindergarten 
	 and grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11. If a copy is not 
	 given to the school within 30 days, the school 
	 will contact you.
•	 If your child has an appointment for an exam 
	 during this school year that is after the first 30 
	 days of school, please notify the Health Office 
	 with the date.
•	 If you do not provide an exam form, an exam 
	 will be scheduled with our school medical 
	 director. Please let your child know that he or 
	 she will be examined at school. 

•	 Upon completion of in-school exams, you will 
	 be informed of any important findings and 
	 if there is a need to follow up with your health 
	 care provider. 
•	 Communication between private and school 
	 health staff is important for safe and effective 
	 care at school. Your healthcare provider may 
	 not share health information with school 
	 health staff without your signed permission. 
	 Please talk to your provider about signing a 
	 consent form for the school at the time of your 
	 child’s appointment for the examination. 
	
	 During this school year, the nurses also will 
complete these required screenings at school:

Vision
•	 Distance and near acuity for all newly-entering 
	 students and students in Pre-K or kindergarten 
	 and grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11.
•	 Color perception screening for all newly-
	 entering students.
Hearing
•	 Hearing screening for all newly-entering 
	 students and students in Pre-K or kindergarten 
	 and grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11.
Scoliosis 
•	 Scoliosis (spinal curvature) screening for all 
	 girls in grades 5 and 7, and boys in grade 9. 
	 This screening is done during the physical 
	 exam.

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High School welcomes history teacher

P	arents often wonder: is my child sick enough 
to stay home from school?

	 This is not always an easy question to answer. 
We hope that these tips can help.
	 A child who is sick will not be able to perform 
well in school and is likely to spread the illness 
to other children and staff. We suggest making a 
plan for childcare ahead of time so you will not 
be caught without a comforting place for your 
child to stay if he or she is ill.
	 Our school policy states that you should not 
send your child to school if he or she has:
